1. Remove the letter to parents from the front of
each student book and sign each letter. Distribute
the letter to the parents of each child in your class
on or before the first Sunday of the quarter.

Learning about the account of creation in Gen-
esis, children will discover that God made day
and night; sky and land; things that grow; the
sun, moon, and stars; seasons for His world; and
living creatures, including fish and birds, animals,
and people. Children will realize the greatness
and power of God in creation and will be glad
for everything God made.

Through the lessons in this unit, children will
learn that God gave Adam work to do and that
God forgave Adam and Eve. Children will also
learn about the additions of Cain and Abel to
Adam and Eve’s family and will discover the won-
derful truth that God made each child. Children
will realize that God made them and planned for
their families.

The extra week in this quarter gives the children
an opportunity to review the key truths they
learned earlier in the quarter.
