1. Remove the letter to parents from the front of
each student book and sign each letter.

This quarter we will share with your child four exciting themes:
"God Protected,” “God Loved,” “God Provided,” and “God
Cared.” Your child will learn that God protected Moses (even as a
baby), that Jesus rose from the dead and is living in Heaven today,
and that God provides and cares for us.

The lesson truths and Bible verses for this quarter are on the back
of this page. Place the page where you will see it often. Use the
Bible verses in informal conversations with your child to help your
child realize that God's Word is for everyday living—not just for
Sunday.

The student book sheet your child brings home each week is an-
other opportunity to teach the Bible lesson. Use the suggestions
on the back to reinforce Bible truths. Put the page on the refrig-
erator so your child is reminded of the story throughout the week.

The unit on Jesus’ love deals with events in the last week of Jesus’
earthly life. It's hard for little children to understand the death of
Jesus, because they know so little about death. But it's even harder
for adults to understand Jesus’ death when they realize what it
means: the sinless Son of God died for sinful people. His death and
resurrection make it possible for us to have a Savior. If you have
never trusted Christ as your Savior, we will be glad to show you
what God’s Word teaches about salvation.

The lessons in this unit deal with Moses: his
family, his mother’s loving care in making the
basket-bed, the princess’s care, and grown-up
Moses leading God’s people.

The Bible stories for this unit include Jesus’ trium-
phal entry, His resurrection, two post-resurrection
appearances, and His ascension. Your child will
realize that Jesus loves us, that Jesus is living, and
that Jesus is in Heaven today.

This unit focuses on two Bible stories from the
time of Elisha: oil provided for a poor widow
and a room made for Elisha. Your child will learn
that God gives us what we need, including our
homes.

From the lessons on Captain Naaman’s sickness,
your child will learn that God cares for us and
helps us when we're sick.
